2. Topic
Poetry






3. Key Stage/Year Group
Year 8 - could use with Year 9

4. National Curriculum links 
Reading for meaning/understanding the author’s craft/comparing texts (1a, b, j, k) 

Literature: pre-twentieth century poet (Wordsworth) (8v)

Writing - Composition - writing to imagine/explore/entertain (1a)

5. Scheme of Work links
Writing - writing to imagine/explore/entertain 5: writing in the style of a range of writers (parody)

6. Duration
One hour plus homework

7. In this lesson pupils will:
Compare two poems; read and write a parody

8. Learning objectives 
Pupils should learn to recognise how a modern poem parodies Wordsworth’s style and learn to write a parody; learn about personification

9. Resources required
Text of Daffodils and Lunch Duty on attached worksheet

10. Learning activity
Read and discuss poems using questions on sheet as a prompt. Use question 1 to help pupils understand personification.

11. Learning outcomes 
Students write a parody

12. Extension 
Find out the distinction between pastiche and parody


Find another poem which, they would like to imitate (pastiche) or parody.




13. Special needs 
After reading and discussing as above, write a poem describing children at your school, comparing them to plants or animals.

14. Further information 
See anthology, notes and biography on Wordsworth and 27 other pre-twentieth century poets in English Online (literature - authors and texts - classic poets). This will provide many other poems that could be used for a similar exercise. 

15.  Use of ICT: 
Poems could be provided as files (from English Online or elsewhere) for students to read and then create a pastiche or parody, using cut and paste as a starting point.
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
