Next lesson on Monsters (to follow Jabberwocky lessons)��Group-work: working in groups of four.�Group according to ability (range of abilities in each group).��Begin with brainstorming on famous monsters (mythical/literary).


�Grendel�Dracula�Frankenstein's Monster�The Mummy�Dr Jekyll and Mr Hyde�Gorgon�The Minotaur�(and so on)��Task: The World Guidebook to Monsters. (also provided on separate sheet as last page here to copy for students)


�In your group, your task is to produce and write the World Guidebook to some of the monsters which explorers might meet.�Write the names of your group on this sheet.�Your book should have:�A cover with a title and a picture on it.�A contents page.�An introduction.�One page each on three or four monsters.�Decide in your group who is going to produce each page.�Choose one person as your editor.��(a) Each person in the group should produce ONE monster page.�(b) One person in the group should write the introduction as well as their own page.�(c) The cover, title-page and contents page should be written AFTER the monster pages by group-members who have finished their monster-pages.�(d) The editor will decide who should do which page, and the editor will decide whether a person has finished their monster-page properly or not.��It is very important to write your name on your monster-page.�You can also write the names of all the contributors on the title-page.��You can choose the monsters for your monster book from the monsters we have read about in class, or you can find monsters from other books, stories or poems. You should NOT, for this task, make up your own monsters.�


Special needs	Tasks can be differentiated within groups.�Most able liable to end up editor, may produce more than one page, research on more obscure monsters (Gorgon, Scylla and Charybdis).�Less able are guided by more able and work at their own level but contribute to the production of a more ambitious final product than they would be capable of on their own.�


Extensions 	are probably obvious:�library lesson;�introduction to reference and non-fiction books where information on mythical and literary monsters might be found;�introduction to monster-story genre (clichés, structure, atmosphere);�writing our own monster stories to an agreed generic pattern.
