8. Learning objectives 
Pupils should learn to: 

identify language used to gain attention and sustain interest





identify persuasive techniques and rhetorical devices

9. Resources required
Copies of the two sheets: ‘Mobile phones are a public hazard’ and ‘Writing a speech’

10. Learning activity 
Pupils listen to the speech on mobile phones delivered by the teacher. Before looking at the sheets, discuss which features of the speech were memorable or effective. 

Working in pairs, they use the prompt sheet to analyse the use of rhetorical devices in this speech

11. Learning outcomes 
Pupils will have produced detailed notes on a modelled speech for future reference. They will be able to explain more clearly the effects that they may have noticed when they first heard the speech. 

12. Extension 
work

Start to plan a speech of your own on a subject of your choice

Homework: List examples of these devices used by politicians and other speakers in the news on TV and on the radio

13. Special needs 
More able Examine famous speeches for evidence of these and other devices (e.g. from Julius Caesar, or Martin Luther King)

Less Able Provide assistance in reading the sheet which describes the devices. Give support in finding the first examples of each one
