Councillor 1

· providing a pelican crossing

Councillor 2

Councillor 3

Your ward covers a very built up urban area. A school in your ward would like to use a piece of waste ground to create a wildlife garden. The people who elected you have asked for some help with the scheme. The Council could help by: 

· paying for a landscape adviser

· providing the plants and trees

· making an educational wildlife area which includes information boards, a path and a pond.

You need to find out from the Leisure Services department how much each solution will cost and decide at the Council meeting what is going to be done.


Councillor 4

Your ward includes some pretty villages which are being spoiled by litter and dog dirt. The people who elected you have asked you to do something about keeping the area clean and attractive. The Council could help by: 

· employing a part-time dog warden

· putting up signs and providing extra litter bins

· increasing the street cleaning service

Councillor 5
You represent a ward near the town centre. You would like to see a very special clock tower, or another large structure, built in one part of the borough to mark the beginning of the new millennium.
